Called to order 7:00pm
25 Middle St. Malcolm Brown - Barn window relocation. Helen states Jamie, Bruce and herself went on the site walk and stated that if the window was moved door he should get matching siding, that way the siding would blend in. The window will be moved from 17 ft above grade to 14 ft above grade. The window on the other side of the barn is the same as the one that is being moved. Discussion follows regarding the current placement of the window. 
Findings; this is a contributing property in the HDC, #106 on the National Registry, exceedingly visible, this change will not damage the integrity of the building, the existing window will be reused, moving the window down makes it less noticeable. 

Malcolm arrives at 7:30. He will be moving the window to the same height as the window in the rear of the barn. The original window was lower and the previous owner had moved it up.

Conditions of approval; reuse the current window and the appropriate clapboards being used, in line with or above the line of the soffit.

Motion made by Dick, seconded by Tracy, all in favor.   

110 Boston Post Rd. Christy Day - fire escape – Helen makes a motion to table this application until the ZBA hearing for approval, Tracy seconds the motion, all in favor. 
The Allen Residence: Helen requests that the commission look around for other large windows in the village and options to suggest to the Allen. This window was not part of the original permit.  Discussion follows regarding other large windows in the village and their size and design, and the alterations needed.  This is a non-conforming window and in violation.  
Jim asks about seeking the legal counsel, and would like to find the discuss the Historic District Commissions legal options. Sally suggests that the Commission speaks with Charlie to discuss options. 

Tree discussion:  Meadowview cemetery, red maples that were damaged in the storm on October 29th. The roots are becoming invasive and Mr. Day suggests that they be removed and replaced with trees of a less invasive species, when convenient.  The replacement would not be in the same location and would be replaced with smaller trees. 

Helen makes a motion to accept as with the exception 

Sally would like to put a timeframe of 3 years or less on the replacements

Tom seconds, 1 nay (Tracy) all others in favor. 
Regarding the second tree at Boston Post Rd. beside the Burns house, Jonathon Newt suggests taking this tree down and states that there is no need to replace this tree as there are adequate trees on private property nearby to occupy the same. 

Motion made by Tracy to approve the removal of the tree that has already been taken down, seconded by Katy, all in favor. 
Helen makes a motion to adjourn at 8:02
